Synar Compliance Check

Teens and Troy Coalition staff conduct a compliance check of Troy retail outlets to determine whether they are selling tobacco products to underage youth. 
Tar Wars Tobacco Prevention

In collaboration with the Coalition and the Troy Schools, Troy Beaumont doctors present this anti-tobacco program to fifth grade students.
Teens Taking Action (National Youth Leadership Academy)

A high school program that trains youth to be leaders and take initiatives on substance abuse prevention with their peer group. Leadership training includes a course on Sean Covey’s “7 Habits of Highly Effective Teens”. The teens meet on a regular basis and often go to other high schools to train their peers on the 7 Habits.

Tobacco Prevention

The Coalition offers training and materials to help prevent teens and adults from smoking and offers a series of classes to help smokers quit smoking.
Troy Community Coalition Summer Camp

The neighborhood problem-solving partnership with the Troy Police Department features positive adult role models, skill building techniques, substance abuse prevention education and recreational activities for at-risk youth.  This program has been an important resource for Troy families.
